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Objectives: A new version of CHIVA References in the World, the guide to CHIVA papers and information’s from the origins to the last years.

History: The 1.0 version was available on floppy disk in English and Italian in different formats (ASCII, AmigaGuide, WinHelp, rtf, html). The 1.04 version was presented at Paranà (Argentina) in 1998. The 2.0 version, presented at Lagos (Portugal) in 2000, was restricted to an online English html format.

VASCULAB is a no profit vascular List on internet, with the following description: Vascular Diseases, Chiva, Vascular Ultrasound Diagnosis, Vascular Biomechanics, Micro-Circulatory Disorders, Limphatic Diseases, Lasers in Vascular Diseases.
Official languages are English, Italian, French and Spanish. At the date of September 2004 list subscribers are 349 from the following countries: Europe: Italy, Spain, Portugal, United Kingdom, France, Belgium, Nederland, Germany, Austria, Sweden, Poland, Russia,  Slovenia,Georgia, Ukraina, Romania, Macedonia, Greece, Turkey. Africa: Algeria. America: USA, Argentina, Brazil. Asia and Australia: India, Japan, Australia. In the past (1990-94), VASCULAB was a Message List, originated from FIDONET AQUARIUS BBS at the address 2:335/229.

Materials: CHIVA knowledge grows continuously, so it is important to let the references available to anyone. In order to make a complete global reference, we invited all the researchers working in the field, for or against CHIVA, to send the references of their papers or books, respecting an exact style guide. The adherence to the style guide has been considered important, in order to make all references homogenous.

The new version: The current 3.0 on line version is available since March 31th 2004 on internet at the address http://web.tiscali.it/afunc/chivaref.htm.

In the 3.0 version each author, who is listed as first author at least in two papers, has a direct citation, otherwise he is in a mixed group, named MISCELLANEA. Any reference can be merely a bibliography item, otherwise it can be an hypertext link to the complete text. References are ordered in descending order of publication, i.e.: 2004, 2003, 2000, 1998, etc 

The references have also other sections where you can find book references, didactic courses, addresses of public and private CHIVA centres, e-mails of researchers and so on.

Conclusions: This is a continuous open work. Anyone can participate to future versions.
